The Indian Woods community is of great historical relevance because it has existed through all major periods of Native-American, African-American, and Curopean American
History. Therefore as a historical domain that has witnessed events and developments relating to this nation’s past, it serves as a highly effective “historical laboratory” for exploring
major themes in American History.

The Indian Woods Project is to create an interactive website which inchudes maps that show the 400 year history of Indian Woods. The site will feature links to archived papers from
the 16th to the 21st century, such as: the Bart Smallwood Papers housed by the Southern Historical Collection at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill which contains over
5,000 items about the people of Indian Woods i the 19605, 70s and 80s.
